• Updated BioSketch and Other Support formats for applications, JIT Reports, Research Performance 
Progress Reports (RPPRs), Electronic Signatures and supporting documentation.

• FORMS G must be used for applications due TODAY 1/25/22 in Assist and Grants.gov
• Unique Entity Identifier (UEI) required in Forms G; April 2022, Feds will stop using DUNS

• NU's UEI is on NU-RES Facts Page

• eRACommons:
• Effective TODAY 1/25/22: NIH, AHRQ, FDA, and ORD/VA will require all individuals listed on the R&R 

Senior/Key Person Profile (Expanded) Form to have an eRA Commons username (Commons ID) regardless 
of whether they receive salaries or compensation on the grant … see NOT-OD-21-109

• Two- factor authentication coming soon for individuals with a eRA Scientific Account and Administrative 
Account. see NOT-OD-21-172

• The new timing of enforcing the requirement depends on the type of user account and a new triggering event — all PIs and key 
personnel associated with an application or Research Performance Progress Report (RPPR) will be required to transition to the use of 
two-factor authentication 45 days after the submission of their competing grant application (Type 1 or 2) or their RPPR

• NSF Fastlane RETIREMENT 12/31/22 for ALL Proposal Applications
• 70% of NSF NOAs are supported in Research.gov, and specify if Research.gov is 

available/required. Current submission rate is only 40%
• Fastlane will still be available for Proposal File Updates, etc.; full transition date TBD
• Grants.gov will still be an option for submission for most types of NSF proposals

Management (SAM) issued Unique Entity Identifier (UEI) in Research.gov and FastLane. 

• This update is being made in accordance with the government-wide transition by April 4, 2022

Workday is live!

Quick update on the conversion to Workday from the HR-Payroll and Accounting Teams and what you can expect for 
timing of Salary Encumbrances and Salary Expenses as well as e-print reporting.

Estimated dates as follows:

1. Banner Salary Encumbrances have been liquidated as of Friday January 14th, the related Fringe Encumbrances 
will be liquidated Saturday January 15th, there will also be a Residual Fringe liquidation on Tuesday January 
18th.

2. The first Payroll transactions will be fed from Workday over to Banner Finance on Tuesday January 18th which 
will include the Bi-weekly and Semi-monthly Payrolls and will be posted to Banner Finance on Wednesday 
January 19th.

3. Workday salary and fringe encumbrances will be loaded to Banner before the January close on February 8th.
4. January Payroll related e-print reports will not be available until Tuesday February 8th - after the January 

closing which will run the evening of Monday February 7th.
